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SUNSPOT  ACTIVITY FOR SEPTEMBER

Sunspot activity continued the upward trend of recent months. The
September mean of the American sunspot numbers rose to forty-one point nine
which is the highest monthly mean since October 1974.  There were no spot-
less days during September.

Solar Flares associated with the high level of sunspot activity produced
twenty-one ionospheric disturbances that were recorded by A.A.V.S.0. observers.
These were scattered through-out the month between the seventh and the twenty-
sixth., A representative sample of recordings of these disturbances is reproduced
on page two showing charts for the seventh, ninth, nineteenth, and twenty-sixth
of September.
